ARTICLE |, SECTION 26

The Medical Liability
Claimant's Compensation
Amendment

Proposes to amend the State
Constitution to provide that an
injured claimant who enters into a
contingency fee agreement with
an attorney in a claim for medical
liability is entitled to no less than
70% of the first $250,000.00 in all
damages received by the
claimant, and 90% of damages in
excess of $250,000.00, exclusive
of reasonable and customary
costs and regardless of the
number of defendants. This
amendment is intended to be
self-executing.

ARTICLE X

Florida Minimum Wage
Amendment

This amendment creates a
Florida minimum wage covering
all employees in the state
covered by the federal minimum
wage. The state minimum wage
will start at $6.15 per hour six
months after enactment, and
thereafter be indexed to inflation
each year. It provides for
enforcement, including double
damages for unpaid wages,
attorney's fees, and fines by the
state. It forbids retaliation against
employees for exercising this
right.

ARTICLE X, SECTION 20

Public Protection from
Repeated Medical Malpractice

Current law allows medical
doctors who have committed
repeated malpractice to be
licensed to practice medicine in
Florida. This amendment
prohibits medical doctors who
have been found to have
committed three or more
incidents of medical malpractice
from being licensed to practice
medicine in Florida.
